SETTING/CONTEXT: Gym class. Students are chatting and waiting for class to officially start. 

Ms. Rao (playing the role of P.E. teacher) pulls down the projector 
screen and begins playing an action song from YouTube. 

Four peers come up to the front of the gym and begin following along with the 
song’s directions. One peer stays behind and plays with a kickball.
